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AFFIDAVIT – TWO UNIT DWELLING
An affidavit is a written declaration or statement of facts made by the “deponent” under oath or affirmation, and is administered by a person authorized for taking affidavits (e.g. lawyer).

Where an affidavit has been requested, the following information must be included as a minimum requirement.  The required affidavit must be rewritten by the owner, in the owner’s own words, in full sentences and with the appropriate words/dates inserted.

A STATUTORY DECLARATION will not be accepted.

AN ACCEPTABLE AFFIDAVIT MUST INCLUDE AT LEAST THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION:

· that the deponent(s) of the affidavit is the registered owner(s) of the property at   …[municipal address and legal description] and has been since …[date];
· that s/he/they acknowledges that the applicable zoning by-law does not permit the property to contain more than one (1) dwelling unit;
· that the subject property contains two (2) dwelling units which exists on November 16th, 1995
· that s/he/they acknowledges that the applicable zoning by-law does not permit more than one (1) kitchen in a dwelling unit;
· that the only kitchen permitted in the subject property is located on the main floor (or state location of kitchen) of the dwelling unit until all required inspections, approvals and permits have been applied for and issued.
· that s/he/they will not occupy or permit the occupancy of the basement or any part of the basement as a basement apartment or separate housekeeping unit until all required inspection, approvals and permits have been applied for and issued.
· that s/he/they understand that the occupancy of a basement apartment may constitute a material change in risk which could obligate her/him to notify her/his insurance company, and the failure to do so might limit or invalidate her/his homeowners insurance policy; and
· that s/he/they understand that it is an offence to swear (or affirm) a false affidavit.
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The City of Mississauga expects that all affidavits to be commissioned by a lawyer entitled to practise law in the Province of Ontario.

The property owner is advised that it is an indictable offence to swear or affirm a false affidavit and may be subject to prosecution, resulting in up to 14 years imprisonment and restrictions on travel outside the country (Sections 131 & 132, Criminal Code of Canada).
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
