Use of E-bikes on City Cycling Facilities

Memorandum dated March 31, 2010 from John Lohuis, Director of Recreation and Parks with respect to the use of e-bikes on City cycling facilities.

Andy Wickens advised that staff have reviewed the definition of e-bikes under the Parks By-law and would like to change the definition to fit with the Highway Traffic Act.  He explained that the concern is that e-bikes can be up to 120 kg.  The use of larger units on multi-use trails and the off-road network present safety concerns for pedestrians.  Staff have proposed amendments to the Traffic By-law 555-00 and Parks By-law 186-05 to prohibit e-bikes in excess of 40 kg.  Mr. Wickens further advised that a Corporate Report would be considered by Council in May 2010 with this proposal.  

Steve Largy, Coalition for Persons with Disabilities, expressed concern with the proposed amendments to the Parks By-law as it may prohibit motorized scooters used by persons with disabilities.  Mr. Wickens advised that the By-law already exempts motorized scooters/wheelchairs for persons with disabilities.  Kelly Willis expressed concern with the addition of e-bikes on the trails as the trails are becoming more congested.  Discussion ensued and the following motion was moved and voted on:


Recommendation:

That the Mississauga Cycling Advisory Committee supports the proposed amendments to the Traffic By-law 555-00 and the Parks By-law 186-05 which would have the effect of prohibiting e-bikes which weigh in excess of 40 kg on multi-use trails, as outlined in the memorandum dated March 31, 2010 from John Lohuis, Director, Recreation and Parks.
